Christmas Matchstick Art #1
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1. For this really easy visual art lesson you will need matchsticks, glue, card, paper and glitter.

2. Select any colour A4 card and fold in half.

3. To design the Christmas tree on the cover, start by gluing a group of matchsticks near the bottom of the card representing the tree holder.

4. Next, glue more matchsticks onto the card in rough rows, gradually decreasing in width, until matchsticks meet at the top.

5. Cut out a star in any bright coloured paper and glue to the top of the tree.

6. Cut out small circles of bright coloured paper and glue onto the matchsticks to represent tree decorations.

7. Alternatively, dot some glue around the tree and sprinkle with any colour glitter and allow to dry.

8. When dry, shake off and save any excess glitter.
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
