Some Internet Rules Before You Browse

A child should always seek an adult's permission before using the Internet. Do not share your Internet password.

If possible keep the computer in a busy part of the house and share on-line time with your child.

Agree a set of rules with your child before allowing them access to the Internet. Ensure that they are aware of these rules, explaining simply why there are dangers inherent in the use of the Internet.

Agree a specified time limit for each Internet session. Overuse of the Internet can be addictive.

You may decide not to allow unsupervised access to search engines. An innocent search can occasionally result in inappropriate material.

Use a children's search engine eg. www.yahooligans.com
Install screening software on your computer eg. Cyber Patrol, Net Nanny etc. These will filter out most objectional material. Alternatively, Internet Content Options on your Browser can be set to filter out objectionable material and these settings can be password protected. However, supervision is the best form of Internet Safety.

Check what sites have been viewed by clicking on the History Folder, Address Menu or checking the Temporary Internet Folder in the Control Panel of your computer. Let your children know that it is possible to check what they have been viewing.

A child should never use a Chat Room without an adult checking it out beforehand. People on-line are not always what they appear to be. Adults can appear to be children with similar interests as a child.

Children should never give personal details such as name, address, telephone number, school name, parents' names, photographs, credit card numbers etc. without asking an adult first.

Parents can view appropriate websites first, then click the Work Offline button in the File Menu. This allows the child to view only these sites and also saves on the phone bill.

Children should be taught how to click on the "Back" or "Home" buttons immediately when they click on an inappropriate or offensive website. They must then tell an adult immediately.

Take care when downloading material form the Internet. Computer viruses can be easily transmitted to your computer in this way and can cause considerable damage.

Install and regularly update an anti-virus software package on your computer. Run your virus checker regularly to clean up your system.

Avoid opening e-mail from unknown sources. A virus can travel easily via e-mail.
